To use these in the 3rd person to talk 
about what he/she has done, you’ll need to 
change the ending from ‘ais’ to ‘odd’ e.g.

Bwytais i 
I ate

Bwytodd e 
He ate

Bwytodd hi 
She ate

To talk about what ‘we’ve’ done, you’ll need 
to change the ending to ‘on’ e.g.
